MINUTES OF THE DOWNTOWN CITIZENS ADVISORY PANEL 

I. Welcome:  The meeting was called to order by Carolyn Fahey at 4:03 p.m. Carolyn introduced Legislator Robert Trotta who came to learn about the Downtown Panel. 

II. Consideration of the Minutes:   The Panel approved minutes from the January 27th meeting; motioned to accept the minutes with the one correction that Donna Periconi was not at the meeting, by Susan von Freddi and seconded by Kathleen Weber. All members who were present at the meeting approved the motion; all who were absent abstained.

III. Correspondence:  Carolyn referred to a letter she received from Legislator Lindsay reappointing Kate Cameron to the panel. Carolyn welcomed new Panel member representing Legislator Martinez, Amparo Sadler and guest Shadrach Barhye also from her district.

IV. Old Business:

A: Focus and Schedule for Round 12: Carolyn proposed the draft changes to the focus for Round 12 projects that would only allow applications with projects that are for at least $50,000 requiring a dollar for dollar match.  The Panel discussed  the draft and after in-depth debate and discussion voted to solicit projects for Round 12 with a minimum dollar amount of $20,000 and to stay with the traditional scoring system that encourages leveraged funding by rating it higher in the scoring process.   A motion was made by Keith to approve and seconded by Susan von Freddi. The application will be revised and sent to the Panel for review and the Panel will finalize it at the next meeting. 

B: Update of Existing Grants: Carolyn announced that villages have all received letters indicating their open projects, pushing them to finish them. We are starting to send out letters to Towns. Carolyn said Heidi would have copies of letters emailed to panel members.
	
V. New Business:

Change of Project Request- Town of Islip, Holbrook Chamber of Commerce: Carolyn explained that The Town of Islip requested a change of project for Holbrook Chamber of Commerce Round 8.  Since awarding of the grant, the Town has adopted policy that requires developers to install the lighting.  The Town asked the County to pay for new pavers instead of streetlights.  Carolyn motioned and Raymond Pickersgill seconded; all approved.  Carolyn will bring the proposed change of project to the Legislature for approval. 


VI. Give and Take: Donna encouraged people to do a cash mob in their Downtowns which she finds very successful.  Donna is concerned about Long Term planning in Suffolk County. She said it is the panel’s responsibility to preserve Downtowns, and expressed her concern about the quantity of apartments going up in some areas.
