MINUTES OF THE DOWNTOWN CITIZENS ADVISORY PANEL

I. Welcome:  The meeting was called to order by Carolyn Fahey at 3:11 p.m.  

II. Consideration of the Minutes:   The Panel approved the minutes from the July 15, 2013 meeting with one  amendment -  Peter Lambert noted he was not present at the meeting. Motion by Walter Rabe, second by Susan Von Freddi.  All members who were present at the meeting approved the motion.  Those who were not present abstained.  Meeting minutes from the 3/25/13 and 7/1/13 meetings will be presented to the Panel at the September meeting.

III. Correspondence:  Carolyn handed out two articles from Newsday: “New Apps Offer Snapshots of Port Jefferson’s Past” and “Study Tackles Downtown Huntington Parking”.  Donna Periconi reviewed a letter that was in the local paper regarding the development of the Seraota property and requested that  Carolyn scan it and send it to the Panel.  Susan Von Freddi showed the Panel a flyer about Canoe Place Inn PPD.  A Town Board Public Hearing is scheduled at 1 PM on August 13th Southampton Town Hall 116 Hampton Rd, Southampton.  Carolyn will scan in and distribute to the Panel members.
 
IV. Old Business: Carolyn thanked the Panel for their work on grading Round 11 applications. She gave an overview of the process from the present through when the Panel recommendations are presented to the Legislature.  Carolyn urged each Panel member to meet with their Legislator to help them understand the process the Panel has one through and to explain the reasoning for the recommended awards.   She offered to meet with any group and the Panel member from the district who’s project did not get funded to review their application.   

Any issues Panel members may have regarding the scoring process can be addressed when we discuss how to approach Round 12 in 2014.  .

The Panel members reviewed each project in relation to the Scoring Results hand out.  A motion was made by JoAnn Boettcher and seconded by Jennifer Casey to approve funding the Round 11 applications as follows:

	Rocky Point Civic Association- $48,000 for crosswalk, curb and lights
