The meeting of the Suffolk County Planning Commission was called to order by
Chairman Eversoll at 1:10 P.M. in a classroom of the Fishers Island School on Fishers Island.

On amotion by Commissioner Rosavitch, seconded by Commissioner London, the
minutes of the June 7, 2000, Planning Commission meeting were unanimously approved with the

following corrections:



a Commissioner London's comment that "Airports’ are not accepting any horses...."
was mistated and should be changed to read, "JFK Airport is not accepting...”

b. Commissioner Casciotti's comment that "the Village of Southampton is
attempting to hire more staff..." should be changed to read, "the Town of Southampton is
attempting to hire more staff..."

Correspondence:

Steve Jones stated that the Chairman of the Suffolk County Planning Commission
received a package of material from Stuart Tane, architect, regarding a zoning action for the
Long Island Developmental Center. Thisisalarge project that has had some media coverage. It
was decided that since thisis the opinion of one person and not material coming through the
Town of Huntington, it will not be made a part of the Planning Commission packet. Copies,
with reports, will be on file in the Planning Department and can be furnished on request.

Director's Report:

As authorized and directed by the County L egislature, three Public Hearings on Smart
Growth were held at the Ammerman, Eastern and Western Campuses of Suffolk County
Community College on July 17, 24, and 31, respectively. Though 1,800 notices were mailed, the
hearings were poorly attended.

The Planning Department will prepare adraft and will have it available for the September
meeting. It must be presented to the Legislature by September 30, 2000. This draft would
include applying the goals and existing conditions in the event the County chooses to movein a
Smart Growth direction, guidelines for zoning changes, use variances, etc. Of interest to the
Commission would be a particular section dealing with Planning Commission guidelines similar
to Affordable Housing guidelines adopted some years ago by the Commission.

Commissioners Roundtable:

Commissioner Cremers announced that Fishers Island has a six member Town Board and
one of the membersisaFishersIsland Justice. In addition, a member of the Planning Board is
from the Iand also.

Commissioner Nolan announced that she has become the Deputy Supervisor for the
Town of Huntington.

Commissioner Petersen announced that Brookhaven is preparing for its annual balloon
festival which will take place next weekend at Calabro Airport. All are invited.

Commissioner Casciotti announced that the Town of Southampton hired a new Chief
Planner which will relieve some of the staffing problems. The Department is still understaffed,
but measures are being taken to get the Planning Department back to full strength.



Commissioner Macco stated that the talk in the Town of Huntington islow income
housing. Because of the weather, activities have been at a minimum.

Commissioner Thorsen stated that in East Hampton, there are two more six-month
moratoriums on any commercia development along the Montauk Highway Corridor and for
commercia and industrial development in the Pine Barrens. Loca newspapers have commented
that it istoo short. The Supervisor feelsit will be extended an additional six months, if
necessary.

Commissioner London stated that the Hampton Classic begins on August 27, 2000. It
opens for the public on August 29. Spraying for the West Nile viruswill continue. There have
been afew confirmed cases where people have been infected. It is expected to reach epidemic
proportions. Protection isessential. Aninformation sheet was distributed to the Commission on
the virus as pertains to horses. Statistics indicate that birds have been infected in Connecticut
and Pennsylvania.
