Students will be able to use this system to learn how solar power is generated. Data collected through smart
grid technology will enable students to track the effectiveness of the system throughout the day to see how
weather conditions and positioning of the sun effect power generation. The data will be online so that it will be

a resource to other schools as well.



Legislator Cilmi said, “This is not the culmination of a project but rather just another big step in the education
of our students. This cooperative effort will benefit the school, the students, and the industry. The school will
see a small decrease in energy costs. The students will learn first-hand about an emerging industry on Long
Island, receive important job training in the field of renewable energy, and learn about the importance of these
alternatives as part of our overall energy portfolio.

The additional training and career emphasis
developed through the career academy model at East Islip Schools ensures that students get early, substantive
exposure to a growth industry which will surely need significant labor resources well into the future.
